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 The winter 
of 2002-2003 hit 
Ashtabula County 
hard in more ways 
than one.  Although 
the cold and snow 
continued almost 
everyday during 
January and   Febru-
ary, the weather 
wasn’ t the only 
thing on the mind of 
County Engineer Timothy Martin.  Everyday that county crews plow snow is a 
cut into the budget for road and bridge maintenance and construction.  In addi-
tion to overtime pay, the county must purchase salt and sand to treat icy road-
ways.  Additionally, the damage to roadways caused by successive freeze and 
thaw cycles multiplies maintenance needs.  This winter required 4980 tons of 
salt as compared to the previous 5 year average of 2835 tons.  This was a in-
crease of 2145 tons.  As far as anti-skid and ice grits are concerned, an addi-
tional 1929 tons of material was used.  Overtime for drivers and support per-
sonnel was also increased due to the extended hours of operation.  Sometimes 
crews were engaged from 4:00 AM until 9 or 10 o’clock in the evening.  At the 
end of the season, the total cost for snow and ice removal operations totaled 
$390,452.90.  This is an increase of $101,414.00 (26%) over 2001-2002.
