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This year marked the substantial comple-
tion of a 1.25 mile widening of Clay 
Street between Forman Road and Chapel 
Road.  The project was funded by MVGT 
and OPWC funds.  This type of project is 
an upgrading of current roadways to 
ODOT and AASHTO Standards.  The de-
sired goal of this type project is to reduce 
traffic accidents and increase safety for 
the motoring public.  The County Engi-
neer has completed 14 projects of this 
type in the past 20 years.  Roadside land-
scaping will complete the Clay Street pro-
ject in 2006.  The total cost for the project 
was $667,037.91.
