Ashtabula County participated in three projects as part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment 
Act (ARRA) , better known to some as the “Stimulus Package.  First, the Middle Road project in 
Ashtabula Township was applied for by Ashtabula Township.  The County Engineer prepared plans 
specifications and administered the project which involved widening. resurfacing and drainage 
improvements on Middle Road 4.63 miles from State Road to SR 193.  Project was awarded to Karvo 
Paving at a cost of $761,267.50.  Second, the Ashtabula Austinburg Road Project consisted of 
removing a steel beam bridge which once served as a grade separation for the railroad.  Now the bridge 
is over the WRGT bikeway.  Replacement of the bridge with a precast concrete arch providing a tunnel 
for the bikeway will save future maintenance costs to the bridge. Total construction cost was 
$992,134.16.  Funding was $350,000.00 ARRA funds and balance Federal Enhancement and OPWC 
funds.  The final project was a corridor improvement at SR 45 and I-90.  In 
an effort to reduce truck traffic congestion on SR 45 south of I-90 an 
alternate truck entrance was created from Sidley Drive to the Pilot truck 
fueling area.  Other improvements  included widening of SR 45 to south of 
GH Drive and providing a north and south bound left turn lane for GH 
Drive.  Also, widening of Clay Street at SR 45 approaches, creating an 
additional turning lane and installation of a traffic signal. Total project was 
awarded to Koski Construction Co. at bid of $1,118,067.95.  Funding was 
$622,073.00 ARRA and remainder ODOT funds.
