UTILITES IN COUNTY MAINTAINED RIGHTS-OF-WAY

INTRODUCTION

The Ashtabula County Board of Commissioners hasaggonsibility to maintain public
highways under its jurisdiction per ORC 5547 and3L7With this responsibility comes the
necessity to preserve the function, integrity apdrating safety of these highways. Ultilities
occupy highways in various manners including butlinaited to tubing, pipes, conduit,
poles and wires both crossing and longitudinallgupying highway right-of-way. Since
occupancy by utility infrastructure will affect tlagppearance, safe operation and
maintenance of the highway, it is necessary thett sise and occupancy be reasonably
regulated.

The purpose of this policy is to provide conditiavisereby utility companies may utilize

the right-of-way of public highways under the jdlitgtion of the Ashtabula County Board of
Commissioners. Through this policy the preservatibthe existing investment, safe use by
the public, maintenance requirements, proposeddutaprovements, and environmental
concerns should be protected while affording maxmuse of right-of-ways under the
Board’s authority. Recognizing the need for sgemmasideration for unusual or hardship
situations, this policy should provide uniform praes while expediting the processing of
permits.

SCOPE AND APPLICATION

This policy, when adopted, will supersede the presipolicy as recorded in The Ashtabula

County Commissioner’s Journal Volume 57, Page §8a@d May 6, 1971, titled:
CLASSIFYING THE IMPROVED COUNTY ROADS, ACCEPTING RUES REGULATIONS
GOVERNING THE WEIGHT OF VEHICLES AND LOAD, AND THESPEED PERMITTED ON THE
SEVERAL CLASSES OF ROADS AND ESTABLISHING PERMIT ANESCROW FEES AND
ESTABLISHING FUND.

This policy does not supersede specific permi@goeements previously issued or entered
into by the Board of Ashtabula County Commissiorierghe occupancy of highway right-
of-way by specific facilities, nor does it supersegpecific requirements of other
governmental agencies or bodies.

This policy shall apply to all utilities, as defoh@erein, with regard to construction,
adjustment, or relocation on or across right-of-wager the jurisdiction of the Ashtabula
County Commissioners after the effective date f plolicy.

The provisions of this policy are based on AASHT@lpcation GAU-3 “Guide for

Accommodating Utilities in Highway Right of Way'In case of conflict with the foregoing
publication, the guidelines set forth in this pglghall apply.
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C) DEFINITIONS

Augering The procedure for making a hole belowsidace by the use of an earth
auger.
Average Daily Traffic (ADT) The average 24-houlwme, being the total volume

during a stated period divided by the number ofsdaythat period; unless
otherwise stated, the period is a year.

other similar commodities, including publicly ownfe and police signal
systems and street lighting systems, which diremtlyndirectly serve the
public or any part thereof. The term “utility” dhalso mean the utility
company, inclusive of any wholly owned or contrdlubsidiary. Service
lines, privately owned, devoted exclusively to dyjyg the various
commodities to the owner and not directly or indikgserving the public,
shall be considered a “utility”.

D) GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS

The following are general considerations for thietya design and location of all utility
installations within the right of way of county méained highways in Ashtabula County.

1. SAFETY

a. Highway safety is important when accommodatitigyufacilities within highway right of
way. The design, location, and manner in whiclities use and occupy highway right of
way shall conform to the policies of the Ashtab@launty Engineer, acting under the
authority of the Ashtabula County Commissionergc@nstances may require safety issues
to be balanced with factors such as future highvwarovements, highway constructibility,
operations, and maintenance.

2. LOCATION

a. New utility lines should be located to minimihe need for later adjustments thus
accommodating future highway improvements and tonfieservicing such lines with
minimum interference to highway traffic.

b. Longitudinal installations should be locatedumiform alignment as near as practicable to
the right-of-way lines so as to provide a safe emment for traffic operation and preserve
space for future highway improvements or otheitytihstallations.

c. To the extent feasible and practicable, utllitg¢ crossing of the highway should cross on a
line generally normal to the highway alignment.
The horizontal and vertical location of utility &a within the road right-of-way limits should
be such that the clear zone is maintained in aecmel with current ODOT design standards
for the applicable system and specific conditiarsiie particular highway section involved.

d. Where other locations are not feasible, bridgag be utilized to support utility facilities as
provided in part __ of this section.

e. no time shall utility lines be allowed to utdiexisting drainage culverts or drive pipes as a
means of encasement.

f. In all cases full consideration should be gitethe measures reflecting sound engineering
principles and economic factors, necessary to presnd protect the integrity and visual
quality of the highway and utility facilities, thehaintenance, efficiency, and safety factors.

3. DESIGN

a. Highway and utility facilities, by tradition, getice and by law frequently co-exist within the
same right of way. Therefore, it is essential thate services be compatibly designed and
operated. Joint highway and utility planning ardelopment efforts are encouraged. In
the design of highway facilities, considerationddde given to the utility service needs of
the area traversed where such service is to beda@¥rom utility facilities on or near the
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highway. The potential impact on the highway asdise must be considered in the design
and location of utility facilities within the highay right of way.

The utility owner shall be responsible for thesign of its facility including the depth,
clearances, and separation between lines or taehatient to a highway structure, and the
work shall be in accordance with this policy. TAghtabula County Engineer is responsible
for the review of the utility’s proposal with respeo location or attachment to structures
and, acting under the authority of the Ashtabular@@p Commissioners, may accept or
reject the utility’s proposal as submitted. Plaheuld address measures to be taken to
preserve the safe and free flow of traffic, strugtintegrity of the roadway or highway
structure, ease of highway maintenance, appeadirtbe highway and the integrity of the
utility facility.

PIPE LINES
GENERAL

The design of underground utility pipelines mustvaried as necessary because of site
conditions, type or utility, type of highway andgiee of access control. Therefore, the
following is to be considered as a flexible poliashich may be modified where special
conditions exist. Design of the utility facilitishall conform to the requirements contained
herein, but where Local or Industry design stanslaré higher than specified herein, Local
or Industry standards shall prevail. Arrangemémt&mergency maintenance procedures
shall be made whenever possible by the utilityfgioig the County Engineer’s office for the
purpose of traffic safety.

LOCATION

Within highways, crossings are permitted suldethe conditions set forth in this policy.
Longitudinal lines may be permitted and such inat@ins should be located between the
ditch and right-of-way line. If the location beybthe ditch is not feasible, the line may be
located between the edge of the pavement, andnghehould be normally located such that
the distance between the edge of pavement (or pavetdbilized shoulder) and the inside
edge of the trench is greater than the depth ofrémeh.

DESIGN

Casing is required for pipelines crossing tighWwiay and carrying petroleum of gas under
pressure.

Casing is not required for water and sewer lgressing the highway. However, sewer
lines shall conform to ODOT Construction and MatksriSpecification ITEM 603.

The County, through the Ashtabula County Engineserves the right to require casing or
equivalent alternative protection based on conalétior hazards involved.

When not required by the county, casing maydsel @t the elevation of the utility when it is
the policy of the utility to use casing.
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e.

Determination of the need for strengtheningepfacing an existing utility pipeline, which
is to remain in its original position beneath a rfeghway facility, shall be based on the
depth, strength and condition of the existing ytiiipeline and upon the type of
surrounding soil and the foundation soils. Ifledr surcharge is to be placed upon the
existing ground above an existing utility pipelitleprough investigation should be made
and consideration given to such treatments as etancap, partial encasement, full
encasement of replacement with stronger pipehelfdetermination indicates that it is
feasible to leave an existing utility pipe paralleder pavement, extensions for future
service connections shall be made prior to the paw being placed.

INSTALLATION

Pipeline crossings of all highways shall be maileout disturbing existing pavements.
Open cut of pavement will be permitted only whepraped by the Ashtabula County
Engineer.

Where a pipe crossing or casing is installeghbling of driving, augering of boring ahead
of the casing shall be allowed, where soil condgipermit. Water jetting will not be
permitted.

Galleries, casings or unprotected utilitiesatietl in open cut trenches on highway rights-
of-way shall be bedded and backfilled in accordamitle the standards herein.

Grade of the crown of an unprotected pipe orctban of a casing shall be established such
that minimum depth of cover will be as follows:

Water Lines Other

Under pavement surface 4 feet 3 feet
Under sod ditches 3 feet 3 feet
Under paved ditch 2 feet 2 feet
Under other surfaces 3 feet 2 feet

Gas or other liquid petroleum transmission Iwékrequire greater cover, in areas not
under pavement, in accordance with Federal MininRipeline Safety Standards.

Additional depth cover, or less than minimum ynb@ required to meet existing field
conditions.

When the highway is now, or is to be constructedan embankment or in a shallow cut,
casings when used shall extend across the fullvatithe right-of-way. If significant
saving would result, the casing may be terminatabd the outer edge of the ditch flow
line, or the embankment slope if a ditch is notvpded.
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When the highway is now, or is to be construatedieep cut, casings when used, shall
extend across the roadway to include the effeetidth of the outside shoulders. Effective
width is to be considered to be the offset distdreteveen the edge of the pavement and the
face of the guardrail as provided elsewhere ohijaway project. Overhead structures,
either utility of highway, may be considered foe ghurpose of spanning deep cuts with
water and gas lines when other locations provécditfand unreasonably costly.

POWER AND COMMUNICATION LINES
GENERAL

The guidelines for accommodation of power androanication lines on highway rights-of-
way will vary with site conditions, type of linevolved, type of highway and degree of
access control; therefore the following is to bessdered a flexible policy which may be
modified where special conditions exist. Desigihaf utility facilities shall conform to the
guidelines contained herein but where Local or stiduStandards are higher than specified
herein, Local or Industry Standards shall prevail.

The vertical clearance of overhead lines crgskighway rights-of-way shall not be less
than the minimum required by Administrative Order. N2 of the Public Utilities
Commission of Ohio and/or the National Electricafe®y Code. The County Engineer will
determine the location and extent of additionahideace, required during highway
construction, and will make every effort to give@enotification to the utility.

Arrangements for emergency maintenance procedinal be made whenever possible by
the utility notifying the Ashtabula County Shetiiffr the purpose of traffic safety.

LONGITUDINAL OCCUPANCY

Within highway rights-of-way, longitudinal linesither overhead or underground, may be
permitted. Location of such lines should be betwie ditch and the right-of-way line. If
thorough investigation reveals that the locationasfeasible for an underground line,
authorization may be granted to construct theilindae shoulder area. When constructed in
the shoulder area, it shall be so located thateatorone slope from the inside edge of the
bottom of the trench will intercept the round sugautside the paved or stabilized
shoulder. Plowed cable shall not be installed withe shoulder area where lines for
highway lighting, illuminated signs or other obstiions are located. Backfilling of the
trenches shall be in conformance with the standsetiforth in Part Lof this section.
Ground-mounted utility facilities should be placeifar as practical from the traveled way,
beyond the clear zone, and be of a pleasing designpatible with the visual quality of the
highway involved. Guy wires to ground anchors atud poles should not be placed
between a pole and the traveled way where theyaobrupon the clear zone. In the event
that sufficient right-of-way is not available to atéhe clear zone requirement, the utility
facility should be placed as far back as feasible.

Longitudinal installations of overhead lines ghidbe limited to single pole type of

construction. Joint-use single pole construct®ancouraged at locations where more than
one utility type of facility is involved.
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2.

OVERHEAD CORSSINGS

Structures for the support of overhead utilitg$ crossing highway rights-of-way may be
permitted; however, such structures should be éochetween the ditch and the right-of-
way line in a manner that will cause the leastrietence with the normal maintenance of
the highway.

UNDERGROUND CROSSINGS

Conduits, casings, where desired, or unprotedibties for underground lines crossing
existing highways shall be installed by drivingyibg, tunneling or jacking without
disturbing the pavement or paved shoulders, if@mlditions are suitable. Water jetting
will not be permitted. Open cuts of pavements nilt be permitted unless it is
demonstrated there is nor reasonable alternateochetrailable.

Conduits or casing shall extend beyond the adge of the ditch flow lines, or the
embankment slope, if ditch is not provided. Whes highway is constructed in a deep cut,
the conduit or casing may be terminated beyondhioelders.

The grade of the crown of conduit, casing orratgrted power or communication line shall
be estimated such that the minimum depth of cavasifollows:

Under pavement surface 3 feet
Under sod ditches 2.5 feet
Under paved ditches 2 feet
Under other surfaces 2 feet

Additional depth of cover, or less than minimungy be required to meet existing field
conditions.

UTILITY INSTALLATIONS ON HIGHWAY BRIDGES

GENERAL

In many cases, attachment of utility faciliiesrighway bridges is a practical arrangement
and will be permitted, where found to be in thelpuinterest. However, attaching utility
facilities to a highway bridge can materially afféee bridge, the safe operation of traffic,
the efficiency of maintenance and the appearamberefore, where feasible and reasonable
to locate utility facilities elsewhere, attachm@nbridge structures should be avoided.

CONDITIONS

Where other locations for a utility facility $pan an obstruction prove to be difficult or
unreasonably costly, consideration shall be giweraftaching the utility facility to a bridge
structure under the following conditions:

The utility installation shall be made in a manthat will not inhibit the maintenance
of the structure, or detract from the appearandbettructure.

None of the structural members in the propdsetye are to be reduced in section, or
the cross section of the superstructure revisedhter than normal section solely for the
purpose of accommodating utility lines.

Conduits to be installed in the sidewalk eletmeust be at least one inch (1”) above the
construction joint, between the bridge slab andwalk, and spaced to provide at least
two inches (2”) clear between the outside of thedcits.

Utility attachments to the outside of a bridgeicture shall not be permitted except
where reasonable alternatives do not exist.

Gas mains may be supported by bridges prowitedhternal pressure does not cause
stress in the pipe to exceed 30% SMYS (specifiedmim yield strength) of pipe, and
cut off valves are provided at readily accessibtations within reasonable distance
from each end of the bridge.

Water mains may be supported by bridges ibfutalves are provided at readily
accessible locations within reasonable distanaa fach end of the bridge, and
insulating wrap is provided, as required, to préwsveating or freezing.

The design of pipeline installations on bridgeictures shall provide for a pipeline
supports that will prevent vibration in the pip@iwhen traffic crosses the bridge.

Power and communication conduits installed ages shall be equipped with access
points at readily accessible locations within readxe distance from each end of the
bridge.

PERMITS

GENERAL

Utilities shall obtain permits for the use ocwgancy of all highway rights-of-way under
jurisdiction of the County

RESPONSIBILITY FOR PERMITS

The Ashtabula County Engineer shall be resptafb receiving applications for permits;
reviewing the application and plan to insure comfity to applicable Local, State and
Federal regulations; issuing of permits; inspectiagstruction to insure conformity to the
permit; and maintaining records of all applicatiamsl permits.
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GENERAL PROVISIONS APPLICABLE TO ALL PERMITS

During the progress of the work all traffic amhtdevices shall be installed and maintained
as required for the protection of the travelinglpuim accordance with the “Ohio Manual of
Uniform Traffic Control Devices.” Traffic contralevices shall be properly lighted at night,
when required. The party or parties to whom thentes issued shall be responsible for all
damages to persons of property due to or resuitorg any work done under this permit.

Except as authorized under the permit, no exmavahall be made or obstacles placed
within the limits of the highway.

If any grading or other work done under the pemmerferes with the drainage of the
highway in any way, such catch basins and outlefl be constructed as necessary, in the
opinion of the County Engineer, to take proper adreaid drainage.

If the party or parties to whom a permit is es$wuloes anything on contrary to the terms of
the permit, and after written notice, fails to @mtrsuch work or to remove such structure or
materials as ordered by the Board of County Coniomsss, the County may correct such
work or remove such structure or material, andpdagy or parties to whom the permit is
issued shall reimburse the County for any expemséried in correcting the work or
removing the structure or materials.

All the work contemplated under the permit shelldone under supervision and to the
satisfaction of the County Engineer, and the emtigense thereof shall be borne by the
party or parties to whom the permit is issued.

On completion of the work under the permit, thghway shall be left clean of all rubbish,
excess materials, temporary structures and equiprddhparts of the highway shall be left
in an acceptable condition.

The granting of a permit does not in any waydg® the right of the County in its
jurisdiction over highways. If, in the processamiy future work for the benefit of the
traveling public, it becomes necessary, in the iopiof the Board of County
Commissioners, to order the removal, reconstructielocation or repair of any of the
fixtures, or work performed under the permit, s&ichoval, reconstruction, relocation or
repair shall be wholly at the expense of the owiteeseof, and be directed by the Board of
County Commissioners.

During the time any work is being performedjr@pector shall represent the interests of the
County, and the permit holder therefore shall dhgx@enses wholly. The inspector shall
determine from the nature and complexity of thewdiether his continual presence is
needed.

The County may require a performance guaramtétgld Harmless Statement and proof of
Liability Insurance as a prerequisite to the issganf a permit.

All of the above conditions shall be applicatdehe work authorized under the permit,
unless the same are inconsistent with conditiotered on the face of the permit, in which
case the conditions written on the face of the teshall apply.
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The acceptance of a permit or the executiomgfveork there under shall constitute an
agreement between the County and the party oregadiwhom the permit is granted to
comply with all the conditions and restrictionsnpeid or written upon said permit.

A permit may, at any time, be revoked and aretubly the County for noncompliance with
any of the conditions, restrictions and regulatitiveseof.

When highway improvement contracts are awargetid Board of County Commissioners
at or near the area covered by the permit, the panparties to whom the permit is issued
shall cooperate with the highway contractors aruh @grange his work so as to not interfere
with the operations of others. The permit holdellsschedule his work in an acceptable
manner and shall perform it in proper sequenchabdf the others so that the services of
the parties will not be unnecessarily interrupted

WHEN PERMITS ARE REQUIRED

Underground Installations:

Utilities shall be required to obtain permits frdine County for the installation of all
pipelines, conduits or other underground structuegker temporary or permanent, crossing
or occupying highway rights-of-way. Each structomest be installed in accordance with
the provisions of the permit.

Overhead Installations:

Utilities shall be required to obtain permits frone county for the placement of poles or
other structures, either temporary or permaneractapy highway rights-of-way as
follows:

1.) Highways:
Permits shall be required for temporary guard pofestructures located within
highway rights-of-way for supporting conductorsotier lines over the highway during
installation or removal operations, or permanemépor structures located within
highway rights-of-way for the support of conductorother lines over the highway.

2.) Service Drops Crossing All Highways:
Permits shall be required for service drops craskighway rights-of-way where
temporary poles or structures are to be locatelinvitighway rights-of-way for support
of conductors during installation or removal opienag, or permanent poles or
structures are to be located within highway rigbftsvay for support of conductors or
other lines over the highway.

EXCEPTION TO NORMAL PERMIT REQUIREMENTS

A permit is not required for maintenance ofitytifacilities. Maintenance as used in this
instance does not include any upgrading of seracejork involving the disturbance of any
ground. In all work performed on highway rightsvedy by, or for, the utility, the utility
shall be responsible for installing and maintainiragfic control devices as required for the
protection of the traveling public, in accordanagwthe “Ohio Manual of Uniform Traffic
Control Devices.”
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Should the proposed utility installation failrteeet the requirements as set forth in this
manual, or should the Ashtabula County Enginedrtfed a permit should be issued
because the installation would jeopardize the nitiegf the roadway of highway structure
or endanger the traveling public, then the appticaay request granting of special
permission from the Ashtabula County Commissiobgra separate resolution.

PERMIT PROCEDURES
GENERAL

The procedures set forth herein shall servegasde in establishing a uniform method for
the application of regulations governing the iss@aof permits for use or occupancy of all
highway rights-of-way under the jurisdiction of tAghtabula County Commissioners.

These procedures do not cover permits for theement of overweight and/or oversize
vehicles and loads on county or township highwdysfer to Section 2 of the “Ashtabula
County Commissioners Highway Use Manual.”

Issuance of permits in accordance with thisieeahall apply only to county highways
outside municipal corporations unless the Counsy hg agreement, assumed full
maintenance of a section of highway that lies whotlin part within a municipal
corporation.

Requests to locate utility facilities on couatyd township highways must be made in
accordance with the policies and procedures s#t fioithis section. Applicants are advised
that townships within the County may have perngureements for township-maintained
roads in addition to those set forth herein. TlkétAbula County Commissioners assume no
responsibility for the failure of the applicantdecure such applicable township permits.

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS — COMPANIES ORGANIZED FR PURPOSES
DESCRIBED IN CHAPTER 1723 OF THE OHIO REVISED CODE

Pursuant to Section 1723.02 of the Ohio Reuzeak, so far as the rights of the public
therein are concerned, the Board of County Compmgss may grant, to such companies as
described in Section 1723.01, the right to layrigbpipes, conduits, poles and wires within
the rights-of-way of county roads.

However, where propaggitly installations are of such
magnitude that a detailed plan review is requitgdtie approval of a permit application, or
the installation requires the continual presencaminspector, the Ashtabula County
Engineer may assess charges as follows for tireggass of four (4) hours:

2) Inspector’s benefits actual cost per hour
3) 15% overhead

INSPECTION
GENERAL

Prior to any excavation for a utility, or anynstruction, installation, adjustment or
relocation of a utility, as defined, on or acraghts-of-way under the jurisdiction of the
Ashtabula County Commissioners, the Ashtabula Golngineer’s office shall be notified.
The utility owner will be required to advise themabula County Engineer’s office at least
one (1) full working day in advance of any proposetivity. An inspector will determine
form the nature and complexity of the job whethisrdontinual presence is needed.

SITE RESTORATION

GENERAL

In all cases where a permit is granted for Koaveating of placing obstacles within the
limits of a county or township highway, it shall thee responsibility of the permit holder to
restore the disturbed area to a condition equibétier than is was originally.

All mailboxes, signs, yards, driveways, roadajrthge structures, fences, ditches and

sidewalks damaged or removed during constructidinbeireplaced or repaired, by the
permit holder, equal to or better than existedrpoahe construction, as soon as possible.
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After any pipes, conduits, drains, or other wgd®und structures are laid or any excavation
is made within the limits of the highway, the treas or opening shall be properly
backfilled with suitable material as directed bg thounty Engineer.

OPEN CUT

Open cutting of highways and pavements is géperat acceptable. If, however open
cutting cannot be avoided the excavation must pecaed by the County Engineer.
Approved excavations made within the traveled parof the highway, in the berm or
shoulder area within four feet (4’) of the pavemedge, in street intersections or driveways
shall be backfilled with granular materials as dieel by the County Engineer.

Where work performed requires removal of pavdpntae surface shall be cut with a
masonry saw to a depth of three inches (3”) oegsired to provide a clean break. The
width of pavement removal shall be 4 feet (4’) wittean the trench and not less than six
(6”) deep. The width of the trench shall be a mimmn of twelve inches (12”), or one pipe
diameter plus nine inches (9”), which ever is geeat

The contractor shall maintain one-way trafficidg times of construction by using steel
plates to cover the trench.

BACKFILL MATERIAL

Trench excavations cut through pavement shdibok filled with “Low Strength Mortar
Backfill as per ODOT Item 613. The mix shall bediflowing and be placed in trench
around and over conduit. The material shall beigho up to no closer than six inches (6”)
of the finished grade.

PAVEMENT

Pavement shall be replaced at a depth of n®thes six inches (6”) in two lifts. The first
lift shall be a minimum of 4.5” of ODOT Item 302tBminous Aggregate Base Course, PG
64-22. The second lift shall be 1.5” of ODOT ItddB8 Asphalt Concrete Surface Course,
Type 1, PG 64-22. Each layer shall be properlygacted as per specification. As an
alternate, pavement replacement may be a minimuai 6DOT Item 451 Reinforced
Portland Cement Concrete pavement. Any excepboasternatives to these methods shall
be approved by the County Engineer.

A. INTRODUCTION

Section 4513.34 of the Ohio Revised Code, in paants permission to local authorities with
respect to highways under their jurisdiction, ®uis permits for the operation or movement of
vehicles or combinations of vehicles of a size eighit of vehicle or load exceeding the
maximum specified in Sections 5577.01 to 5577.0efOhio Revised Code.

The Ashtabula County Board of Commissioners, iir thiéort to effectively control the use of
County maintained highways, have set forth theofithg conditions whereby permission may

be granted to operate such oversize or overweightles or move such oversize or overweight
loads in a manner that will not materially affdot tappearance, safe operation or maintenance of
the highway.

B. SCOPE AND APPLICATION

This policy applies to the movement on or acrossaard all Ashtabula County maintained
highways of all vehicles and loads that exceedhthgimum allowable weight, width, height,
and/or length as described in Section 5577.04 &i@@.B5 of the Ohio Revised Code.

C. PERMITS
1. GENERAL

a. All persons, partnerships, companies, or cotmarawishing to operate or move a vehicle
or combination of vehicles of size or weight of i or load exceeding the maximum
specified in sections 5577.01 to 5577.09 of theo@evised Code on any or all Ashtabula
County maintained highways must obtain a SPECIALHANG PERMIT from the
Ashtabula County Commissioners.

2. RESPONSIBILITY FOR PERMITS

a. The Ashtabula County Engineer shall be respta&b receiving applications for
SPECIAL HAULING PERMITS; reviewing application faompletion; inspecting
proposed routes; issuing permits, and maintaindegnds of all applications and permits.

3. GENERAL LIMITATIONS FOR THE USE OF A SPECIAL HAUNG PERMIT

a. The granting of a permit does not guaranteethigaload described can be moved without
damage to the pavement or structures; althougpedhmait is granted on the assumption that
the load can be moved without damage based oretftariformation available.

b. The permittee will be held liable for any damagesed by the movement. The County
assumes no responsibility for damage to the pezaigtequipment or load being moved due

to any such failure. The permittee agrees to corsgte the County of Ashtabula for any
damage to a roadway or road structure and alsoltbthe County of Ashtabula and the
Ashtabula County Engineer harmless from all claid@nages or proceedings of any kind
and from all responsibility for personal injury mroperty damages (public of private)
caused directly or indirectly as a result of tlesportation of said vehicle(s) or load(s).

The original copy of the Special Hauling Persiall be in the possession of the driver at all
times during the progress of the transportationvafidbe shown on demand to any police
officer, Ashtabula County Sheriff's Deputy, Ohicag&t Highway Patrol, or employee of the
county or State Highway Department.

The permission granted restricts the movemetitefehicle(s) or load(s) to the highways

specified, between points designated, and withertithe allotted. Permittee is responsible
to check the route for abnormal, changed, or unkdomusual conditions which may exist

during any move.

Notification of the exact time of the movementstnbe made to the Ashtabula County
Engineer’s office during normal working hours. Animum of one hour is required
between the time of notification and the starthef move.

Permission to travel state highways must beinbthfrom the Ohio Department of
Transportation. Permission to travel township tigizs must be obtained from the
individual Boards of Township Trustees. Permissotravel municipal streets must be
obtained from the individual municipalities. Thehtabula County Commissioners assume
no responsibility for the failure of the applicdatsecure such applicable state, township or
municipal permits.

No vehicle(s) or load(s) being transported uradspecial hauling permit shall be left parked
on the roadway either day of night except in cdssnemergency, in which case adequate
protection shall be provided for the traveling pebIThe vehicle(s) shall not be loaded or
unloaded within the limits of the highway.

If the vehicle is to cross a highway ditch aina driveway culvert does not already exist
then a driveway culvert must be provide by the pite® The length of the driveway pipe
shall be at least 75% of the longest vehicle thhtuse the driveway and not less than 30
feet. The driveway construction and material shredet the standards of the County
Engineer.

The operator(s) of the vehicle(s) must complthvall laws, rules, regulations or credentials
covering the movement of traffic over highways atréets and commercial motor vehicle
operations (i.e.; CDL, PUCO, IRP, FUT, SSRS, IFLAad Securement)

Special Hauling Permits will not generally beugted for a built-up load that is divisible into
a legal load, or load that has not been loadelddeast over dimension or the least
overweight. Miscellaneous items may, however raedported on the same vehicle with an
over dimensional piece or pieces so long as theet@neous items do no add to the over
dimension. It is not necessary to identify thesecellaneous items. If in the event of an
extenuating circumstance, a Special Hauling Pesmgisued for a divisible load in which
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two or more pieces add to the over dimension orveeight, such load will be adequately
described.

OPERATIONAL LIMITATIONS FOR THE USE OF A SPECIAHAULING PERMIT

A Special Hauling Permit is void at any timedpaeather or traffic conditions make travel
unsafe as determined by the State Highway PatrbleoAshtabula County Sheriff.

Any load with an overall height in excess offédt 10 inches shall be required to coordinate
the move with the owners of all overhead signs)aig utilities, etc., which may obstruct
safe, clear movement.

Oversize or overweight loads shall be operatednoved at such speeds and in such a
manner as to cause a minimum of interference witterotraffic and minimum impact
stresses on structures and pavements. No suchnmeavés to exceed 40 miles per hour at
any time, except upon that portion of a highway rehthe posted minimum speed is in
excess of 40 miles per hour. The allowable maxinspeed then becomes equivalent to the
minimum posted speed.

During periods when thawing or excessive mogtander some sections of Ashtabula
County Highways structurally inadequate to carey itteximum legal traffic loads, weight
reductions up to fifty percent (50%) may be imposBddges that are found to be
structurally deficient have reduced weight limieductions in legal weight posted on
roadways or bridges must be obeyed. Contact théaBala County Engineer’s office
immediately if your route includes legal load retiogs.

DAYS/HOURS OF OPERATION

Overweight vehicles/loads that are not over dsianal, traveling under the authority of a
Special Hauling Permit, will not be restricted agravel hours or days so long as the
overweight vehicle/load can move without obstrugtine normal flow of traffic.

With the exception of legal dimensioned overleighicles/loads noted in 5a. above,
vehicles/loads traveling under the authority ofp@@&al Hauling Permit shall be prohibited
from movement on the following days/weekendi&ew Year's day, Good Friday,

Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksging Day and Christmas Day.
Prohibitions begin at noon the day preceding amdigoe until one-half hour before sunrise
the day following the holiday or holiday weekendthithe exception of Good Friday, when
the prohibition is sunrise on Good Friday to sumtise following Monday.

With the exception of the limits noted in 5ad&f. above, permitted vehicles/loads may
move daylight hours Monday thru Friday. Dayligbuhns are defined as one-half hour
before sunrise until one-half hour after sunset.

WARNING FLAGS AND SIGNS

Warning flags shall be displayed on all overetisional vehicles and loads. Warning flags
shall be 18 inches square, red or orange in col@ood repair and free of printing or other
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markings and shall be securely fastened by at teastorner or securely mounted on a
staff.

Over weight vehicles and loads shall bear tagdlat the widest extremities of the vehicle
or load as well as one flag at each corner of gtaecle or load. Warning flags are not
required to be displayed on the tractor.

Over length vehicles and loads or vehicles aads with a rear overhang of 4 feet or greater
shall display a single flag at the extreme re#nefover length or projecting part is two feet
wide or less. Two flags shall be displayed if tiver length or projecting part is wider than
two feet and the flags should be located to indicaaximum width.

If
series E Modified is used, the brush stroke isettn inches. OVERSIZE LOASIns
shall be displayed on any vehicle or vehicle/load:

1.) exceeding the maximum legal length limit asis¢he Ohio Revised Code, section

5577.05,

2.) with an overall width of 10 feet or greater

3.) with an overall height in excess of 14 feenéhies.
When required, OVERSIZE LOAD signs shall be displhpn the front and rear of the over
dimensioned vehicle or vehicle/load.

LIGHTING

All permitted vehicle’s standard vehicle liglggisystem must be in operating order. The
headlights must be on during the movement of amy dimensioned vehicle/load.

FLAGGERS AND ESCORT VEHICLES

Loads having extremely large dimensions shqllire additional protective measures when
necessary for the safeguarding of other trafficie egard shall be taken of traffic in both
directions and every possible effort shall be maderevent traffic congestion. One or
more flaggers, or an escort vehicle may be required

Escort vehicles, when required by a Special iHgiPermit shall display a warning sign,
yellow with black letters, reading@VERSIZE LOADT he sign shall be 5 feet long by 12
inches high with 8 inch high letters and shallthg@dod repair. The escort vehicle shall be
equipped with a roof mounted amber flashing ortnagglight(s). It is recommended that
escort vehicles maintain radio communications wh#hoperator of the permitted vehicle.
The driver of the escort vehicle may act as a #agghen needed.

One rear escort vehicle shall be required ferttansportation of any vehicle/load with an
overall length in excess of 90 feet.

One lead escort vehicle shall be required ferttansportation of any vehicle/load with an
overall width in excess of 13 feet.
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PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS

Non-compliance with the general or special miovis of a Special Hauling Permit,
exceeding the weights or dimensions granted, orabtipg on dates or upon highways other
than assigned shall render the Special Hauling Peut and void, and the operator of the
vehicle will be subject to enforcement action asvfated in Sections 5577.02 to 5577.05
inclusive, of the Ohio Revised Code.

APPLICATION REVIEW AND INSPECTION

POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FOR THE INSTALLATION OF

DRIVEWAY PIPES AND FRONTAGE TILE WITHIN THE RIGHT

OF WAY ON COUNTY MAINTAINED HIGHWAYS

INTRODUCTION

It is the responsibility of the landowner to constror repair entrances to property adjacent
to public right of way. The County Engineer slthtect this construction or repair with a
permit issued by the County Engineer or his designeforms prescribed by the County
Engineer. The determination of whether or nossue the permit for that specific location
will be based upon site distance, hydraulics, thsieal properties of the proposed
entrance, and other safety considerations. (ORQG.364

SCOPE AND APPLICATION

The construction of driveways to allow access tad@nces of businesses, or the tiling of
frontage (i.e. the closing of ditch with pipe) withAshtabula County maintained right-of-
way shall be done only with the written permissidithe Ashtabula County Engineer.
Permission is also required for the paving of fhation of and existing driveway that lies
within the road right-of-way.

GENERAL

For rural type highways with open ditches, lfaheck will be made to determine the
diameter and length of pipe or drive pipe that Wélrequired. The diameter of the pipe will
be determined through the use of available hydicédglata. The minimum acceptable
diameter is twelve (12) inches. The length ofghpe will be determined by the
combination of width of the proposed driveway anel depth of the existing ditch. The
minimum length acceptable is thirty (30) feet.

The Ashtabula County Engineer will perform savsite inspections to determine the
diameter and length of pipe, length of curb cuggplicable, and the observation of the
clear-sight distance. Drive pipes will be purclthaad installed by the owner or developer
after the County Engineer’s office advises of tigesize required. In cases where curb
must be removed, the County will mark where théo@mnd pavement must be cut.

In all cases, whether the highway is of rurgktyith open ditches or of the urban type with
curbs and gutter, a field check will be made toepbs the existing conditions at the
proposed drive location. Because the geometricsawfy of the roads in Ashtabula County
cause the sight distance to be very limited, spatiantion should be given to clear-sight
distance for approaching traffic. A driveway la@dtwith less than 500 feet of clear-sight
distance is potentially hazardous. All attempisutth be made by the owner or developer to
establish the driveway in a location that affotus greatest amount of visibility for the
safety of the user of the driveway and also the@hing traffic. Reliance on a warning
sign does not relieve the driver entering the raadfvom yielding to approaching traffic.

The erection of such warning signs will be authedipnly if, in the opinion of the County
Engineer’s office, all means to establish a safeetvay location have been exhausted.

If the driveway is to be constructed on a rtypk highway with open ditches, or the ditch is
to be closed in by tile or pipe, the profile of #lepe from the edge of pavement toward the
drive or ditch line must slope away from the exigtpavement in accordance with the
minimum standards shown on the Ashtabula County#ivay Culvert Standard” or
“Frontage Tile Standard” detail drawings

Driveway aprons (that portion of the drivewayeen the edge of the pavement and the
road right-of-way on rural type highways may bestamcted of asphalt, concrete, limestone
or gravel. Paved aprons must extend to the edgeeadxisting pavement but may not
protrude above it. No curbs or headwalls thatd¢@unéate hazards or hamper maintenance
operations, such as snow plowing, shall be con&dua the shoulder area. Driveway
aprons on urban type highways shall only be coottduof either asphalt or concrete.

The property owner is required to maintain theelvay approach as originally ordered
constructed. Existing drive pipes that have detated or have been damaged causing
blockage to the flow of water in the roadside diah be required to be repaired or
replaced. When the County Engineer determinesdpair or replacement of an existing
drive pipe is necessary, written notification via# given to the property owner. The owner
will be given thirty (30) days from receipt of niidation to complete the work required.
Failure of the owner to repair or replace detetetaof damaged pipes, after having been
given notification, will be considered just causethe County Engineer to remove the
obstruction. It would then be the obligation of oroperty owner to obtain the necessary
permit and re-establish the driveway approach. Mfeteriorated or damaged drive pipes
present a danger, directly or indirectly, to thevéling public, then immediate repair or
replacement will be required.

When conditions warrant the installation of wmally large structures, the owner or
developer will be required to make the installatismg a set of plans approved by the
County Engineer.

It is expected that any permit obtained willdxercised and work will be completed in a
reasonable amount of time. The time limit for apée will be one (1) year from date of
issuance. At the discretion of the County Enginagrermit may be extended. If the work
is not finished by the time the permit expires, pleemit will become void and the owner or
developer will be required to apply for a new permi

The granting of this permit does not in any \ahyidge the right of the Board of
County Commissioners of Ashtabula County, Ohidheirtjurisdiction over the county
highways. If, in the process of any future workkarthe benefit of the traveling public,
it becomes necessary, in the opinion of the Coah#shtabula to order the removal,
reconstruction, relocation, or repair of any of tixéures, or work performed under this
permit, said removal, reconstruction, relocatiamepair shall be wholly at the expense
of the owners thereof, and be made as directetidopshtabula County Engineer.

The Ashtabula County Engineer shall act for iangehalf of the County of Ashtabula
in the issuance and the carrying out of the prowsiof all permits.

The Ashtabula County Engineer shall have fulhatity to insure that the provisions of
this permit are fully complied with; and retaing thight to reject any materials or
workmanship in the restoration of county highwagilfaes. Failures on the part of the
permitee to conform to the provisions of this pemill be cause for suspension,
revocation or annulment of this permit, as the @pwh Ashtabula deems necessary.
